Wireless communication
range

The wireless communication range of

each device in the system from the hub

is approximately 50 m (160 feet)

indoors and approximately 300 m

(1,000 feet) outdoors. Wireless

communication may be unreliable

when the following obstacles are

located between the hub and other

devices.

® Metal doors or screens

® Walls containing aluminum-sheet
insulation

® Walls made of concrete or
corrugated iron

® Double-pane glass windows

® Multiple walls

Installation

To mount the keypad flat against the wall, use the mounting bracket.

Note:

® Mount the keypad on the stable location where the keypad can be adequately
supported when mounting.

® Do not mount keypad on a soft material. It may fall down, break, or cause injury.

® Do not mount the keypad on a plywood surface that is less than 25.4 mm
(1 inch) thick.

® The pull-out strength of the installation area must be at least 29.4 N (3 kgdf).

Determining the installation location
Note:
® Make sure there is at least 20 cm (7 7/8 inches) of space to the left of the

keypad (when mounted) so that the buttons on the side of the keypad can be
accessed.

1 Remove the mounting bracket.
® Place the keypad face-down on a flat surface, slide the bracket toward the
bottom of the keypad (@) by pushing it with your thumbs as shown (@),
and then lift the bracket up and away from the keypad (@).

Connect the AC adaptor plug to the keypad until you hear a click (D) and connect
the AC adaptor to the power outlet (@).

Note about power connections

AC adaptor connection

® The AC adaptor must remain connected at all times. (It is normal for the adaptor
to feel warm during use.)

® The AC adaptor should be connected to a vertically oriented or floor-mounted
AC outlet. Do not connect the AC adaptor to a ceiling-mounted AC outlet, as the
weight of the adaptor may cause it to become disconnected.

Using the keypad

Changing the arm mode

1 Tap the touchpanel to light the arm
mode buttons.

2 Tap the button of the desired arm
mode.

® |f you tap to disarm the

alarm system, enter the disarm
PIN (default: “0000”) and then
tap [OK].

Note:

® \We recommend changing the PIN
from the default before operating the
alarm system. For more information,
refer to the User’'s Guide
(page 15).

® \When the arm mode is changed with
the keypad, the arm mode icons
displayed on the app will not be
automatically changed. The
displayed arm mode icons will be
updated when the app refreshes the
home screen.

Confirming the arm mode

By default, the button corresponding to
the current arm mode is lit during
normal operation. If the [Home
Network] app was used to change this
setting, the button does not light.

Canceling a trigger

When the alarm system is triggered,
the keypad sounds an alert and the
current arm mode button blinks slowly.
Use the following procedure to stop the
alert.

To cancel the trigger, tap the
touchpanel, enter the disarm PIN
(default: “0000”), and then tap [OK].

Talking notification feature

This feature allows you to get
information about a triggered sensor.
When a sensor is triggered, the keypad
can announce the location of the
sensor detected, the sensor name, and
the type of detection. For more
information, refer to the User’s Guide
(page 15).
