Placement of speakers

The right and left speakers are the same.
You cannot remove the net of the speakers.

Use only the supplied speakers.
The combination of the main unit and speakers give the 
best sound.
You can cause damage to the system and decrease the 
sound quality if you use other speakers.

• Keep your speakers at least 10 mm ( ″) away from the 

system for proper ventilation.
• Put the speakers on a flat safe surface.
• These speakers do not have magnetic shielding. Do not

Use alkaline or manganese battery.

Install the battery so that the poles (+ and –) align with those 
in the remote control.

Point the remote control at the remote control sensor, away 
from obstacles, at a maximum range of 7 m (23 ft) directly 
in front of the main unit.

Playing disc
1 Press [x, OPEN/CLOSE] on the main unit to open

2 Press [AUTO PRESET] to start presetting.
To cancel, press [8].

Manual presetting

1 Press [3] or [5] to tune in to the station.

Sound effects Clock and timers

Setting the clock
This is a 12-hour clock.

1 Press [CLOCK/TIMER] to select “CLOCK”.
