® [f all registered handsets start ringing, press the same button to
stop. Then repeat from step 1.
® The next step must be completed within 90 seconds.
3 Handset:
Place the handset on the charger.
® Continue the operation even when the handset display shows
“Registering”.
4 With the handset still on the charger, wait until a long beep sounds
and Y stops flashing.
